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A child will be eligible for admission to Foundation One in the term after they turn 3 years old.   
Admission is subject to an application being made direct to school and places being available.
Provision available from January 2018
· Foundation One will offer high quality education led by a fully qualified teacher.
· Foundation One will provide 26 places for each session with the staff/pupil ration of 1:13. 
· There are 26 places available (AM) and (PM).  
· We offer three different models for the allocation of these places subject to availability. 
 The models we offer are:
· 30 hours of free nursery education for those parents who qualify – 
8.45 – 3.30 (*subject to eligibility and availability)
Children may choose to bring a healthy packed lunch or our fantastic Lingham Lunches can be provided for the additional cost of £2.00 per day.
[bookmark: _GoBack]If your child stays for a Lingham Lunch – this must be paid for the Sunday on Parentpay (before the week ahead £10.00 per week). Please contact the school office for a login to Parentpay. Please also refer to School Meals Policy – school operates a strict zero debts policy. If you do not qualify for 30 hours and would like to pay for an additional 15 hours, please contact school office on 0151 677 5381. The cost of this would be £60.00 per week. 

· 15 hours of free nursery education – comprising of the following hours
AM sessions 5 mornings a week (15 hours) 8.45-11.45 AM
PM sessions 5 afternoons a week (15 hours) 12.30-3.30 PM

Specific numbers for each type of place will be decided, depending on demand.
Parents wishing to apply for a place must complete the application form and submit it directly to Lingham Primary School. 
Where the Nursery is oversubscribed it will maintain a waiting list and you will be contacted when/if a place becomes available.
Additional Information 
Whilst we will endeavour to accommodate parents’ requested preferences (i.e. am or pm, 15 hours or 30 hrs), this may not always be possible.  The school will make every effort to accommodate your preference but this cannot be guaranteed.
Admissions to the school’s nursery does not guarantee admission to the Foundation Two class at our school.  
Applications for Foundation Two must be made on a separate application direct to Wirral Borough Council online or via Wirral.gov.uk.  If you are struggling to access  https://www.wirral.gov.uk/ our school office can print an application form upon request.
Application Process
To apply for a place, you must complete an application form and sign a (consent for eligibility checking from). You must also provide school with the following original documents:
· Child’s birth certificate;
· Proof of residential address, in the form of at least two of the following documents, dated within last 3 months. Examples of documents are:
· Your child benefit/ other HMRC letter;
· Electricity, gas, telephone or council tax bills
· Bank/Building society letter
· DERN Code from HMRC to verify eligibility for extended free (30 Hours) childcare entitlement.
If you are not the parent of the child for whom you are applying, you should also provide the school with proof that you are his /her legal guardian (s).
